Huge dip in cutofts at Ambedkar
university, gettmg maths easier

New Delhi: Admissions in
the mathematics (Hons) cour-
e at Ambedkar University
Delhi (AUD) has become easi-
er now as the cutoff has dip-
ped by 3.26% for city-based
students in the second 1ist re-
leased on Friday Even outsta-
tion students have benefitted
with the cutoff reducing by
2.5%. Thedipislikely toprovi-
de respite to0 students as the
first list saw high cutoff per-
centages onapar with DU

Explaining the reason for
the steep reduction, AUD sa-
id, *“Wearenot a university of
only champions and want to
cater to all.” However, the cu-
toff for psychology (Hons)
still stands at 96.5% for Delhi
students and 97.75% for tho-
sefrom outside.

BA sustainable wurba-
nism has seen the biggestdip
of 6% for Delhi students
with the cutoff now being
79.5%. Even the global studi-
es course saw a drop of 5%
after witnessing a 10.5% in-
crease from last year in the
first 1ist. Similarly, the law
course cutoff has dropped by
4% after its gain of 7% as

In the first cutoff list, all
traditional courses, except
for maths, were higher than
95% this year. Now, only psy-
chology isaboved5%.

Santosh Singh, AUD dean
of students services, told
TOI: “At AUD, we want t0o ha-
ve a diverse set of students.
Aspirants who have scored
88% can alsofeel like they ha-
ve a chance. Since we are a
state university, we want to
makesureall sections of Del-
hiresidents can study here.”

The varsity releases sepa-
rate cutoff percentages for
Delhi and outstation students.
Being a state university, AUD
reserves 85% of its seats for
Delhi students. Thefirst cutoff
list released on Tuesday for
merit-based admissions saw a
considerable increase in BA
(Hons), BA programme and
BVoc courses. Admissions un-
der the first list took place on
July10and 11.

The varsity will be offe-
ring full or partial tuition fee
waivers to students in need
of support. Students with an
annual family income of less
than Rs 6 lakh will be consi-
dered for the waiver.
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Students wait for next DU cut-offs to switch university
On the first day of admissions at Ambedkar University, several students turned up at the Kashmere Gate

campus on Wednesday. But for many, enrolling at the university is an alternative as they wait for the next
Delhi University cut-offs.

Sarthak Mishra, who scored 82% in his board exams and took admission in B.A. Economics (Honours) at
the Ambedkar University (AUD) said, “I wanted to get into a North Campus college under Delhi
University, but I did not get through as the cut-offs were high. So for now, I am enrolling myself at AUD.
ButIam hoping that the DU cut-offs will decrease so that I can take admission there.”

“There is a lot to explore in DU as the university has better options,” Mr. Mishra added.

Student politics

Student politics is another pull. Jaya Jha, who took admission in B.A. Sociology (Honours) at AUD, said
that she wanted to be a “student politician” but was disappointed with the campus. However, she is not
willing to dump her dream. She said that she would contest elections there. “In Delhi University,
students are more aware about the elections as it started in 1954 and have a long history as compared to
Ambedkar University where elections started just a year ago”, she added.

AUD reserves 85% of its seats for students from the National Capital Territory.

The last date for admissions at AUD is Thursday and the next Delhi University cut-off list will be released
on Friday.
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
