Walk-in- Admissions in the BVoc programmes

For the Academic Session 2020-21, rounds of admissions followed by special drive for respective categories was carried out for various 
BVoc programmes. However few seats are still vacant in some of the BVoc programmes due to withdrawal/cancellation/transfer. 

1. Interested applicants of all the categories (reserved/unreserved) are hereby informed to refer to the present notification regarding details 
of category wise availability of seats in various BVoc programmes.

2. During the on-going process of admission, there may be more cancellation/withdrawal, resulting in increase in number of available seats. 
Even in categories where no seat is presently available, marked as (X) in the notification, seats may become available for admission. 
Candidates under various categories may, therefore, apply, considering the same.

4. The Walk-in-Admission is opened for fresh applicants and for those applicants who were rejected due to non- submission of the required 
documents and payment within the stipulated time.

5. Fresh Candidates/1st time applicants are to bring a Demand Draft (DD) of Rs.390/- (for un-reserved candidates) and Rs.150/- (for 
reserved categories) toward application fee. The DD should be drawn in favour of Registrar, Dr.B.R.Ambedkar University Delhi and 
payable at “New Delhi”. No cash transaction shall be entertained. Already registered candidates exempted from paying application fee, if 
already paid. They need to come with a print copy of their application and submit the same at the time of registration.

6. All reservation category applicants, if not admitted earlier, are requested to apply irrespective of the seats availability in the programme. 

7. All applicants must bring their all original certificates, mark sheets, caste certificates etc. and a passport size photograph while visiting the 
campus for walk-in admission. A set of photocopies of all certificates, mark sheets etc. also are required to be submitted while verification 
of documents.

8. All fresh candidates and others are required to bring along with them a Statement of Purpose (SOP) and register themselves at the AUD, 
Karampura Campus as per the time schedule as prescribed above for Walk-in admission.

9. Candidates will not be allowed to enter the campus without a mask. All social distancing norms are to be followed as per COVID-19 
Protocol.

10. After completion of admission process under Walk-in-Admission and exhausting all available applications in respective categories, the 
remaining seats will be converted as ST to SC and vice versa, OBC to Unreserved, and horizontal reservation to its main category, in 
their respective NCT and ONCT region as per the rules and will then be allotted accordingly.
